Section 1115 Demonstrations are pilot or demonstration projects that promote objectives of the Medicaid program and give states flexibility to design and improve its programs.

1115 Projects focus on evidence-based interventions that drive quality and better health outcomes.

Kentucky’s Section 1115 Demonstration entitled “TEAMKY (formally known as Kentucky Helping to Engage and Achieve Long Term Health (KY HEALTH))” was approved January 2018. 
There are several projects under TEAMKY which includes: 

KY’s Reentry Section 1115 recently approved July 2024.  The Reentry 1115 allows
Medicaid coverage for certain services to justice involved individuals in state prisons and youth development centers to ensure continuity of health care coverage pre- and post-release and to address medical, behavioral health and health related social needs upon release.

KY’s Substance Use Disorder (SUD) Section 1115 was approved in 2018 and implemented 2019 – the extension of the Demonstration is pending with CMS and hopeful to be approved by the end of the year.  The SUD 1115 
Allows reimbursement up to a statewide average length of stay of 30 days for SUD residential treatment services, and
Waives the Institution for Mental Disease (IMD) Exclusion to allow reimbursement for up to 96 beds​ for programs that meet qualifications and standards required under Demonstration milestones.

With the initial 1115 approval in 2018, KY was approved to Extend Medicaid eligibility to FFCY who are the age of 18 to 26, and were in foster care under the responsibility of another state. This extension is too pending with CMS with hopeful approval by the end of the year. 

As a companion to the 1915 I State Plan Amendment request, in May of 2023, KY submitted a request for a Serious Mental Illness (SMI) Section 1115 Demonstration which would allow 
Reimbursement up to a statewide average length of stay of 30 days for inpatient treatment adults with serious mental illness (SMI).
KY anticipates receiving this approval with the extension requests by the end of the year. 

Also With the May 2023 TEAMKY amendment , DMS included a request to pilot a Recuperative Care service, also known as Medical respite.  KY requested
authority to reimburse for recuperative care services, for adult beneficiaries who are homeless or at risk of homelessness requiring additional medical support and care coordination following a hospital stay.

Another pending request under TEAMKY includes the Recovery Residence Support Service (RRSS) 
DMS has requested authority to reimburse up to 90 days for Recovery Residence Support Services (RRSS) for eligible adults with an SUD transitioning to the community under the Reentry demonstration or participating in the Kentucky Behavioral Health Conditional Dismissal Program.  
KY is not requesting to reimburse for recovery housing; the request is for developing a service which may be provided by recovery residence that meet established standards and criteria.  KY is hopefully to receive this approval along with the extension request and other pending components.

These statistics highlight the significant impact of dementia on both individuals and caregivers in Kentucky, as well as the growing need for supportive care services in the coming years.

The growth of individuals diagnosed with Alzheimer's Disease is anticipated to increase by 14% in only five years, with an estimated 86,000 Kentuckians by 2025.

Individuals living with dementia are seldom alone in their journey and most often rely on a diverse care team and caregivers. The hours and cost of unpaid care that these individuals provide are alarming and play a huge part to why the Office of Dementia Services focuses on establishing an informed, confident and healthy care team.

Another reason to support and nurture unpaid caregivers in Kentucky is the projected need for home health and personal care aides in the near future.

The Office of Dementia Services is focused on increasing awareness and support for individuals affected by dementia, whether paid or unpaid. We are also focused on creating a dementia-trained workforce that has the tools and training required to identify dementia and assist as the disease progresses.

The timeline is a testament to the dedication and collaborative spirit that has driven the progress.

In March of 2021, Senate Bill 74 established the Office of Dementia Services (ODS), and SB 61 mandated dementia training for direct service providers.

By July, a three-year, $1 million dollar grant was secured, empowering the office to implement initiatives and reach more communities. Utilizing that funding source, I was hired as the first ODS Coordinator in October.

March of 2022,  saw the launch of the Bridging the Gap, supported by the ACL grant.  In June, the Dementia Education Webinar Series was initiated, And by July, mandatory dementia training for all Area Agency on Aging staff and the Older American Acts Nutrition Program (Title III-C) providers was enforced, enhancing the commitment to professional development and quality care.

In June of 2023, advocacy efforts led to the passing of HB125, mandating Alzheimer’s risk reduction material in public health initiatives. And in August, a five-year, $2.4 million CDC grant was awarded, expanding the office's reach and enhancing a collaboration with the Department for Public Health.

All that brings us to this year, In January, the Office expanded with the hiring of a BOLD Project Manager.  The Bridging the Gap program evolved, creating Dementia Care Specialists who provide tailored support and guidance to thirty-one counties in Kentucky.

And just this month HB6 allowed for an increase of restricted funding, and a new five-year $64 thousand dollar partnership with UofL Trager, that aims to further enhance dementia awareness within the workforce. ODS is actively exploring funding opportunities.

We will strive to increased our ability to gather and analyze dementia data. By improving data collection methods, we better understand the needs of those affected by dementia and can tailor services accordingly.  

We will continue to focus on dementia and risk reduction education and workforce development with delivering tailored training programs designed to empower caregivers, healthcare professionals, and the community.

And finally, we will focus on ensuring sustainable growth, by continually searching for alternative funding sources to support and expand the programs and services that can be delivered in the Commonwealth.

Caregiver Training 

REACH Community is a national program for caregivers of people with dementia. REACH Community is an individual behavioral intervention based on more than 20 years of research funded by the National Institute of Health and the Department of Veteran Affairs. The purpose of the REACH program is to help caregivers with their current caregiving situations in ways that will make a positive difference for them and their loved ones.

REACH Community coaches have been qualified to assess, identify, and problem-solve with caregivers to create interventions and build skills to help caregivers decrease depression, anxiety, and burden to improve social support for the family and manage care receiver behaviors.

Dealing with Dementia 
The Dealing with Dementia workshop aims for Alzheimer's and dementia family caregivers to better understand dementia, utilize strategies to manage behaviors effectively, and develop stress management and self-care habits. Topics include Understanding Dementia, Caregiving Tips, Understanding and communicating during behavioral issues, taking better care of the caregiver

A Dealing with Dementia workshop is provided annually to four Area Agency on Aging and Independent Living (AAAIL) communities participating in the Bridging the Gap program and available upon request for other AAAILs, faith-based organizations, and community or senior centers.

In January of 2024 ODS introduced Dementia Care Specialist into Pennyrile, Buffalo Trace and Bluegrass Area Agencies on Aging.  Utilizing the Alzheimer's Disease Program Initiative Grant through the end of June 2025, These five dementia specialists serve 31 counties in Kentucky and are housed within their communities to provide comprehensive support and services to individuals with dementia and their families. They receive specialized dementia training to help them aid and assist with identifying and locating the services needed for individuals to remain in their homes as long as safely possible. These Specialists are also there to help navigate long-term care placement when or if the time comes.

The Dementia Care Specialists provide community education and support in the form of education sessions and by establishing memory cafes or support groups. They work with local physicians and other healthcare providers to assist with care coordination and remove any barriers that may affect care. These Specialists will serve as catalysts for creating and sustaining dementia-friendly communities within our Commonwealth.

I want to thank Legislators Meredith and Moser for their support in securing the Building Our Largest Dementia Infrastructure (BOLD) grant, funded by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).  This is a collaboration between the Office of Dementia Services and the Department for Public Health and aims to enhance the public health infrastructure to effectively address dementia and brain health across the lifespan.

This five-year grant focuses not only on caregivers and  individual who have a dementia diagnosis but also those who are at an increased risk for developing dementia later in life due to modifiable risk factors.  BOLD focuses on risk reduction, early detection, brain health, health equity, and implementing strategies to reduce dementia risk, improve care, and support those living with the disease.

During the first two years, we are establishing a statewide dementia coalition and four workgroups focusing on partnerships and policies, data measurement and evaluation, workforce development, and community engagement and education. These workgroups will be instrumental in developing our Dementia State Plan. In years three through five, we will implement activities aligned with our state plan through these workgroups and community partners.

The workgroups are championed by community partners across the state and from entities such as the University of Louisville and University of Kentucky Sanders Brown, Norton’s Neuroscience, Alzheimer's Association, and local health departments to name a few.

Emergency Preparedness 
• Meet with household members to discuss the dangers of 

fire, severe weather, earthquakes and other emergencies.
• Explain how to respond to each.
• Find the safe spots in your home for each type of disaster.

• Example: If a tornado is near, go to the basement or internal room 
without windows such as the bathroom.

• Discuss when it is appropriate to stay and when you should 
evacuate.

• Make an emergency check list and an evacuation kit



Emergency Preparedness: Home Preparation 
• Discuss what to do about power outages and personal injuries.
• Someone in the home should take a basic first aid and CPR class
• Show family members how to turn off the water, gas and electricity at 

main switches when necessary. 
• Post emergency telephone numbers on the refrigerator.  

• First responders are taught to look on the fridge for important medical info
• Teach children how and when to call 911, police and fire.
• Teach children the full names of their caregivers.

• This is very important if the child and parent are separated during an 
emergency.



Emergency Preparedness: Home Preparation
• Instruct household members to turn on the radio for emergency 

information.
• Draw a floor plan of your home. Mark two escape routes from each 

room. 
• Keep family records in a water and fire-proof container.
• Have fire extinguishers in the kitchen and at least one other location 

such as the garage. 
• For houses with more than one floor you may need an escape ladder



Emergency Preparedness: Family Contacts

• Pick one out-of-state and one local friend or relative for 
family members to call if separated during a disaster (it is 
often easier to call out-of-state than within the affected 
area). 

• Teach children your out-of-state contact’s phone numbers. 
• Pick two emergency meeting places. 

• A place near your home in case of a fire. 
• A place outside your neighborhood in case you cannot return 

home after a disaster.



Emergency Kit

• Assemble supplies you might need in an evacuation. Store them in an 
easy-to-carry container such as a backpack or duffle bag.

• A supply of water (one gallon per person per day). Store water in 
sealed, unbreakable containers. Identify the storage date and replace 
every six months.

• A supply of non-perishable packaged or canned food and a can 
opener. 

• A change of clothing, rain gear and sturdy shoes. 
• Blankets or sleeping bags. 



Emergency Kit

• A first aid kit
• Prescription medications and a list of all medications for each family 

member, include the name of your pharmacy
• Physicians name and contact information
• Immunization records
• A list of important family information; the style and serial number of 

medical devices such as pacemakers.
• Special items for infants, elderly or disabled family members

• Such as diapers or special food such as infant formula



Emergency Kit – Additional Items

• An extra pair of glasses
• A battery-powered radio, flashlight and plenty of extra 

batteries 
• Credit cards and cash
